Committing yourself to pray daily for the physical, mental, social and spiritual welfare of your
child.

Setting an example of honoring the Lord’s Day by bringing your family to Sunday morning
Worship Services.

Modeling before your child your love for God and His Word in your home,

“Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength.
These commandments that | give you today are to be upon your hearts. Impress them on your
children. Talk about them when you sit at home and when you walk along the road, when you lie
down and when you get up.”
